Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

March 9, 2010
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the city park shelter.  Council members present were Steve Winterquist, Mike Volk, JoAnn Czerwinski, and Terry Miller.  Also present was Nic Miller, Brad McCully and Deputy Fix.  Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to approve the February. 9th council meeting passed unanimously.
Several residents attended the meeting and were curious about the city’s flood plan and preparedness.  The city talked briefly about the flood.  The city will check the flap gates on the 45th street ditch this weekend and clear the snow from all the crank gates in town.  The City will prepare the city pumps and tractor this weekend.  The council asks that all residents dig out the culverts on their property to help the flow of water. 
Deputy Fix presented the community policing report from January and February.  He noted some of the flood preparations that the Sheriff’s office is doing.
Mayor Bey signed the flood emergency declaration.  This allows the City to be eligible for Federal assistance if needed.

Member Volk offered a resolution to extend the new home exemption, keeping the amount at $75,000, for the tax years of 2009 and 2010 passed unanimously.  All members voted in favor, no members absent.
Jonathan Garaas was unable to attend the meeting, but he will try to have his recommendations to the Council for the ordinance book before the next meeting.
Brad McCully presented the minutes from the March 7th P&Z meeting.  They noted that the council should check the flap gates on drain 40 along 45th street before the water raises.
The council talked briefly on the open positions on the special assessment board.  If any resident is interested, please contact a member of the council.
Steve Perreault came the meeting to give the council an update on the taxable values through the city.  He will work with Auditor Miller to get the paper files converted to computer over the next few months.

Motion (Volk, Winterquist) to approve the February monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Volk verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Volk, Winterquist) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 3068; IRS fund 234.70; Cass County Electric 437.89; City of Fargo 5296.60; Metro Disposal 1548; Val Tareski 25; WF Pioneer 29.23; Petro 256.33; Nichelson Oil 977.34; Advanced Business Methods 360.70; Chase Card 2714.90; and State Auditor 200.
