Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

April 13, 2010
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. at the city park shelter.  Council members present were Steve Winterquist and JoAnn Czerwinski.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas and Deputy Fix, and a few residents.  Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to approve the March 9th council meeting passed unanimously.
Kevin Johnson presented a variance request to build a detached garage slightly set back from their existing home.  The council reviewed the minutes from the P&Z meeting and it was noted that they recommended that the council approved the variance.  Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to approve the variance for the Johnson’s detached garage structure along side of the existing garage.
Deputy fix presented the community policing report from March.  There was also a resident who asked several questions to Deputy Fix about ATVs and dirt bikes within the city.
The city has submitted for reimbursement for flood expenses with FEMA for this year.  The street damage in the 6th addition has not been submitted at this point, but should be eligible in the near future.

Member Czerwinski noted that the city received a $1,000 grant from Midcontinent to replace siding and windows on the park shelter.

A resident from the 6th addition came to the meeting to ask what the council was planning to do with the sewer problems that happened this spring.  Mayor Bey noted that liners will be inserted into the manholes in the 6th addition sometime this year.  Drainage of the field to the north will also be discussed with the developer to see if anything can be done.
Member Winterquist noted that the street signs have been ordered for the 8th addition and should be installed this month sometime.

Member Czerwinski noted that she will conduct an animal licensing clinic on June 2nd from 5pm-7pm.  Up to date rabies certificates are required for licensing.

The council discussed the city summer mowing position.  Two people expressed interest in the position.  Motion (Winterquist, Czerwinski) to hire Randy Kraft for the position passed unanimously. 

Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to hire Keith Byklum to build the 6th addition park shelter passed unanimous.

Motion (Winterquist, Czerwinski) to hire Reed Township to blade Landview on a weekly basis passed unanimously. 
At 8pm the council adjourned the meeting to start the tax equalization meeting; at 9:40 the council resumed the regular council meeting.
Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to approve the February monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Winterquist verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 4754; IRS fund 704.69; Cass County Electric 464.69; City of Fargo 5371.20; Metro Disposal 1569.50; Val Tareski 25; WF Pioneer 30.81, Chase Card 2,603.39, Steve’s Lawn Care 280, Northern States Excavating 550, OPP Const. 250, Valley Sporting Goods 500, and Midwest Testing 691.
Motion (Czerwinski, Winterquist) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 10:39 pm.
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
