Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

May 4, 2010
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the city park shelter.  Council members present were Steve Winterquist and Terry Miller.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, Chris Fix, Brad McCully, Todd Bjordahl, Perry Ronning, and a few residents.  Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to approve the April 13th council meeting passed unanimously.
Auditor Miller gave an update to the council on his correspondence with Fargo regarding the sewer negations.  It was noted that Fargo is not interested in negotiating the sewer rate, ET Agreement, or any other items until the ownership rights are figured out on the Harwood Lagoon. 

Jonathan gave an update on the Harwood lagoon.  He noted that Harwood and Lake Sure are interest in selling the lagoon but their attorneys are still working determining the ownership details.  He will work with them to determine the ownership rights and try to set up a meeting between the three parties.
Perry Ronning came to the council to talk about the permit process and some issues that have been happening the past few months.   He also went over the current building permits.  He also noted that 3 new home permits were issued this month.  The council also talked about drainage issues in the city and noted that all permits must show the property drainage on the drawings.
Deputy fix came to the meeting to talk about a few issues that are going on in town.  He noted that several drivers have been speeding through town and not stopping for stop signs.  They will step up enforcement in the area, to try to deter drivers.

Member Miller noted that he is working with a couple nurseries on tree prices and warranties.  He is planning to still get some trees planted in the next month or so.

The city reviewed some paving quotes from Border States for spot replacement and crack repairs.   The council talked in depth about what the priorities should be.  It was noted that 45th Street needed attention especially on the north end with the large cracks running across the road.  Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to spend $20,000 with Border States on spot replacement and crack repair throughout the city.
The city also reviewed a concrete bid from L&N concrete to pave the road to the lift station in the 8th addition, a sidewalk to the shop, a slab for picnic tables in the old park, and also the parking lot for the 6th addition park.  The city will try to negotiate a better price to complete all of the work.  Motion (Winterquist, Miller) to approve up to $25,000 for the concrete work, passed unanimously.
Member Miller will contact a contractor to investigate the sanitary system in the 6th addition to verify that there is no damage, as the road and curb are cracking around the manholes more than what they should.  

A few residents attended the meeting to talk about drainage in the 8th addition near the holding pit.  It was brought to the council’s attention that a drain should be added to the storm system to help drain the lots in question.  Member Miller will contact a contractor to get an estimate for the proposed drain.

Motion (Winterquist, Miller) to spend $2,500 to add gravel to Landview road, passed unanimously.
An animal licensing clinic will be held on June 2nd from 5-7pm at the city park shelter.  Animal license fees are as follows: June $5, July $10, August $20 per animal.  Residents will be required to provide a certificate from their vet that shows their animal is up to date with their rabies vaccination.  A monthly fine of $10 will be billed to those residents known to have an unlicensed animal after august.  If you are unable to attend the June clinic, please contact JoAnn at 701-281-6149 to obtain a license.
Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to approve the April monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Winterquist verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 1920; IRS fund 146.88; Cass County Electric 487.18; City of Fargo 5371.20; Metro Disposal 1600.31; Val Tareski 25; Chase Card 665.93; and 3D Specialties 173.98.
Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 10:22 pm.
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
