CITY OF REILE’S ACRES

Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

July 13, 2010
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. at the city park shelter.  Council members present were Steve Winterquist, Aaron Olson, & Jared Purdy.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, Brad McCully, Deputy Fix and several residents.  Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to approve the June 8th council meeting passed unanimously. 

Dennis & Teri Smith presented a variance request to move a new home in on 32nd Ave.  The home is 29 square foot smaller than the current ordinances allows.  (Winterquist, Purdy) to approve the variance request, provided that the home is noted moved in on the paved city streets, passed unanimously.
Gary Lura submitted a variance request for a proposed home in the 6th addition.  The council noticed that his plans called for two variances, front setback and side setback.  Therefore, no action was taken on the variance request.
Kurt Hove presented a variance request for their home at 4773 Bakers Lane to add an accessory building alongside of their home.  (Purdy, Olson) to approve the variance request for the accessory building alongside the home, passed unanimously.
Brad McCully presented the minutes from the P&Z meeting.  They recommended that the three variance requests be approved as submitted.
Attorney Garaas presented an update to the council on the Harwood sewer lagoon.  He noted that the Harwood Attorney had sent a letter asking the City to have a public sale with no reserve for the Lagoon.  After some discussion it was decided that Attorney Garaas will try to set up a meeting between Harwood, Reiles Acres, Lake Sure, and Fargo to discuss a possible purchase.
Deputy Fix presented the policing report for June.  There were several items to note, include several speeding tickets issued.  Deputy fix noted that about two thirds of the tickets issued were to residents of Reile’s Acres. 
The council talked about portfolios.  It was decided that member Winterquist would continue with Roads and equipment.  Member Miller would continue with sewer and forestry.  Member Olson will take schools, garbage, and animal control.  Member Purdy will take parks and equipment.  The drainage portfolio will be split between member Olson and member Purdy.
An election was held for president and vice president.  It was decided that Steve Winterquist be president and Terry Miller be Vice President.  Motion (Olson, Purdy) that Steve Winterquist be added as a signer on the checking account, passed unanimously.
Member Bey with council approval appointed the following: City Auditor, Nic Miller; City Attorney, Jonathan Garaas; City Engineer, Houston Engineering; and City building inspector, Perry Ronning.  They also appointed Ken Simonson & Evan Punt to the city special assessment committee.  

The council talked about the current diesel tank in the shop.  The tank is a gravity tank and does not have a pump on the tank, which makes it difficult to fill the tractor when the tank is low.  Motion (Winterquist, Olson) to approve the purchase of a new 600 gallon fuel tank for the shop for $1400, passed unanimously.

The city reviewed a rough estimate from Starlite LLC to fix some sewer issues throughout town.  It was decided that a more detailed estimate was needed, to make an educated decision and to prioritize repairs.  Starlite LLC did install liners in the 6th addition manholes, and that should fix the recent infiltration issues.  Auditor Miller will also contact Key Contracting and see if they can come out and give us an estimate on what repairs they recommend.  We will have estimates ready for review for the august meeting and repairs should easily be able to be done prior to winter.
Auditor Miller noted that the city did receive an EECBG grant to make the park shelter more energy efficient.  The amount of the grant is $9,038.35 and will cover extra installation in the attic, new windows, doors and several smaller energy items.  Auditor Miller will work with the contractor to get the work started this month.

Member Olson will start calling residents who are known to have animals that they have not purchased an animal license for.  The license fees are as follows: June $5, July $10, August $20, and for every month after august the license remains at $20, but a $10 fine will be charged to the property each month.
Auditor Miller noted that Cable One will be installing services in the 8th addition in the next few weeks.  

This year’s City Picnic will be held on 8/3 in conjunction with national “night out” from 6-8pm.  The city will provide all food and beverage for the event. 
The city has made some changes to the mosquito sprayer and we expect to see a much better kill than what we were previously getting.  The chemical was increased to spray about 10 times the amount it was previously outputting and the air pressure was also increased so the spray will carry further.  The city has decided not to aerial spray, unless absolute necessary as the cost has substantially increased from last year.  
Motion (Purdy, Olson) to approve the June monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Olson verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Purdy, Olson) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 2085; IRS fund 159.50; Cass County Electric 268.30; City of Fargo 5445.80; Metro Disposal 1591; Val Tareski 25; Chase Card 296.07; Keith Byklum 7739.95; MTI Distributing 137; Garaas Law Firm 437.50; City of Harwood 342.80; NDLC 376; Starlite LLC 2140; State Fire & Tornado Fund 535.08; L&N Concrete 15,000; Jerry Martinson 144; Reed Township 2769.98; and WF Pioneer 24.49.
Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 10:49 pm.
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
