Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

August 10, 2010
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the city park shelter.  Council members present were Steve Winterquist, Aaron Olson, & Jared Purdy.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, and a few residents.  Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to approve the July 13th council meeting passed unanimously. 

Shane Amundson came to ask what the steps are to get a variance for an accessory building on his property.  The council walked through the steps and he will come to the P&Z meeting next month for a variance request.
Ron Honeyman came to the council to request that he be allowed to not put a security light on his property.  Rather, he would pay for a security light and monthly charge at the city park in the 8th addition.  The council asked that he obtain signatures from his neighbors and bring it to the council next meeting for a variance request.
Attorney Garaas presented some information on the Harwood, Lake Shure, and Fargo.  Attorney Garaas will work to get some dates for a meeting between all parties.  
Member Miller noted that he is working with Cty20 Storage to talk about trees in the 8th addition, road repairs, and sewer repairs.  The covenants for the 8th addition were discussed, specifically the section that talks about trees.  The covenants call for 1-2 3” trees per lot, while the city only requires 1.25” trees and does not specify a number of trees.  If residents have questions on the trees, please contact the developer. Member Miller is still working with S&S Landscape to plant trees in the city parks in late September or early October.  

Steve Perrault, the tax assessor, provided an update to the council.  He still has not converted any of the paper files to electronic.  He will talk with Frank Klein at the county to see what they recommend.
The city did not receive the detailed bids for sewer repairs from either of the contractors.  We hope to have detailed bids by the September meeting, so work can be done in October.
The council talked about the mosquitos and the spraying.  It was decided that the (council, mayor, auditor) would each take a week and spray 2-3 times during that week to try reducing the number of mosquitos.
Member Olson has called residents who are known to have animals that they have not purchased an animal license for.  Several residents do not have current contact info listed with the city and others have not returned messages.  The license fees are as follows: June $5, July $10, August $20, and for every month after august the license remains at $20, but a $10 fine will be charged to the property each month.
Motion (Winterquist, Olson) to approve the July monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Olson verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Winterquist, Olson) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 1350; IRS fund 87.98; Cass County Electric 285.56; City of Fargo 5520.40; Metro Disposal 1591; Val Tareski 25; Border States Paving 24666.14; Reed Township 3101.56; Jefferson Bey 52.34; State Fire & Tornado Fund 7.55; 3D Specialties 24.80; LJA 550; Aaron Olson 28.24; Chase Card 901.13; and WF Fire Dept 3150.
The council also reviewed the preliminary budget for 2011.  Motion (Miller, Winterquist) to approve the preliminary 2011 budget as presented, passed unanimously.  The council will have a final 2011 budget review during the September council meeting.

Motion (Olson, Miller) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 11:10 pm.
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
