July 11, 2010
President McCully called the meeting to order at 8:00 PM at the City Park Shelter.  Commission members Robert Bohmert, John Davies, John Gibbs, and Brad McCully were present.  Member Todd Bjordahl was absent.  Also present was Secretary Val Tareski, three city residents, and three other individuals.  President McCully lead the group in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  The minutes of the June 6, 2010, regular meeting were presented for review.  Member Davies moved, John Gibbs seconded, that these minutes be approved.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  Member John Davies reviewed the portion of the June 8 City Council meeting concerning Planning & Zoning Commission issues.
Commissioner McCully plans to attend the July 13 City Council meeting to give a report on Commission activities.
Building Inspector's Report:  City Building Inspector Perry Ronning was not available to provide a report at the meeting.
New Business:  Two variance requests were submitted by Dennis Smith concerning the possible placement of a local high school building trades constructed home on Lot 13, Block 4, Eighth Addition.  The first request was to move in a home that was not constructed on site within the city and the second request is to permit a home with slightly less living space than what is required by present city ordinances.  Member Gibbs moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend to the City Council that both variance requests be approved once the approval signatures of at least three-fourths of the adjacent property owners are obtained.  On a roll call vote, all Commission members present voted in favor of the motion, so the motion passed.
Gary Lura and Jill Lamp submitted a variance request concerning the front setback on proposed home construction on Lot 14, Block 1, Sixth Addition.  Member Gibbs moved, John Davies seconded, to recommend to the City Council, based upon the normal position of the boulevard on 37th Avenue, to approve this variance request.  On a roll call vote, all Commission members present voted aye, so the motion carried.

Curt Hove submitted a variance request for the construction of a 672 square foot accessory building in his side yard on Lot 1, Block 1, Second Subdivision.  Member Davies moved, John Gibbs seconded, to recommend to the City Council that this request be approved, once the approval signatures of at least three fourths of the adjacent property owners are obtained.  Members Bohmert, Davies, and Gibbs voted in favor and no member voted nay, so the motion carried.

A Conditional Use Permit for having farm animals maintained in an ET property was not available at meeting time, so no action was taken on this item.

Repair of the damage from last fall's cleanup of County Drain #40  along a portion of 45th Street appears to have finally started.

Concern about the effectiveness, especially in back yards, of the current mosquito control effort within the city was voiced.  Several driving violations, especially speeding, has been noted within the city recently, so more enforcement action on the part of the County Sheriff was urged.
Next meeting and adjournment:  The  next regular meeting of the Commission is to be held at 8:00 PM on Aug. 8 in the City Park Shelter.  President McCully adjourned the meeting at 9:00 p.m.
