Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

November 10, 2015
 Mayor Winterquist called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Council members present were Ed Wilson, Shane Amundson and Janel Simonson.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, and Lowry Engineering. Motion (Simonson, Wilson) to approve the October 13th council minutes, passed unanimously.
Lowry presented options for financing the road and drainage improvement. They will work on suggested allocation for the $1,500,000 proposed improvement and provide to the council prior to the next meeting. The proposal will also be posted on the city website for resident review. Any resident with questions is invited to call and talk with any council member about the project. Attorney Garaas reviewed the special assessment process with the council. 
Lowry updated the council on the 9th addition.  The contractor is running behind schedule, but they plan to reopen Landview Road when the ground freezes.
The city has been using a regular email account to send out information to residents. Auditor Miller will research listserv options.  Residents will be notified as soon as a service is found, via email, the Facebook account, and the city website.
Auditor Miller noted that the plow trucks and the tractor are serviced and ready for winter. It was also noted that the big plow truck will need some major repairs in the next year or so. The council will start looking for possible options for a newer truck. The current truck was purchased about 10 years ago, with a plan to keep the truck for 5 years.

Paul Fracassi presented his proposal to become the City Assessor for $5,750 a year paid quarterly.  Motion (Amundson, Simonson) to hire Paul Fracassi as the city assessor for $5,750, passed unanimously.
Deputy Hames presented the community policing report for October. She noted that they are advising residents to lock their homes and vehicles because of several break-ins in the FM area.
The draft parking ordinance was reviewed and discussed. The draft will be posted to the website. Changes to the ordinance include no rear yard parking and side yard parking only on improved surfaces. The first reading of the new ordinance will be held at the December meeting. 
Member Simonson verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Amundson, Simonson) to approve the October monthly report and pay the following bills unanimously passed: Council and employee wages 1250; IRS fund 95.63; Cass County Electric 219.70; City of Fargo 5280; Waste Management 2239.25; Cass Rural Water 36.54; Cass County Treasurer 2052; Chase Card 1879.87; Steve’s Lawn Care 1750; and Xcel Energy 30.
Motion (Simonson, Amundson) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Winterquist adjourned the meeting at 9:32pm.
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
