REGULAR MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL
Minutes subject to council review and revision
December 9, 2025

Mayor Amundson called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Council members present were Jay Dick, Carol McCamy, Tim Hager, and Tom Krantz. Also present was Auditor Miller, Corporal Peterson, and several residents. (Hager, Dick) to approve the November 11th council meeting minutes, motion passed unanimously.

Policing: Corporal Peterson presented the November minutes. He did not have them compiled yet to email the city. There were a few calls in the city 1 medical, and 4 traffic violations. He also noted that he was out of the office for a few weeks and they managed to log about half of the contracted hours for the month.
 
Attorney: No items this month.
Engineer: Mayor Amundson will look into the 55 and older overlay and see if there are any zones like this in the FM metro that are not an HOA. The council will review that info prior to the final reading of the overlay zone.

Open Discussion: Jack Chamberlin came to the meeting to present an idea for a possible eagle scout project in the city. He would like to build a gaga ball pit in one of the city parks. Mayor Amundson challenged him to bring a few additional ideas to the council.

Roads: Auditor Miller noted that we switched to carbide blades on the plow for a cost of about $2000 per blade change. Just for information, it costs the city $1750 for a load of salt/sand and it typically lasts 2-3 storms for a load. We understand we don’t keep the roads as clean as Fargo’s main roads, but we try to balance the spend and safety. Also it is important to note that our roads should not be compared to the main roads in Fargo, but should be compared to the residential areas. Finance: Member Dick verified the checking and money market accounts. Motion (Hager, Dick) to approve the October financials and the following bills (roll call: In Favor: Dick, McCamy, Hager, Krantz; Opposed: none; Abstained: None), motion passed. Council and employee wages 6,630; IRS fund 302.60; Cass County Electric 949.90; City of Fargo 9171.45; Waste Management 6595.19; Xcel Energy 35; Cass County Government 4364.52; Cass Rural Water 117.78; Chase Card 6185.49; JB Surfaces 17,787; Jay Dick 430.99; Nic Miller 156.90; Cass County Government 3288; Cass County Government 4400; Camrud Foss 17,430; Tom Krantz 500; Moen Portables 1609.11. 

The council reviewed the monthly garbage and sewer charges and the increases from the contractors. They also reviewed the pay rates for the city personnel. Motion (Krantz, Hager) to approve the 2026 rate schedule, passed unanimously. This rate increase includes a $5 increase for homes without street lights and no increase for the homes with street lights. 

Motion (Dick, McCamy) to adjourn the meeting carried. Mayor Amundson adjourned the meeting at 7:45pm.
