
CITY OF REILE’S ACRES
REGULAR MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL
Minutes subject to council review and revision
January 13, 2025

Mayor Amundson called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Council members present were Jay Dick, Carol McCamy, Tim Hager, and Tom Krantz. Also present was Auditor Miller, Corporal Peterson, and a few residents. (McCamy, Hager) to approve the November 11th council meeting minutes, motion passed unanimously.

Policing: Corporal Peterson presented the December minutes. They spent 85 hours in Reile’s this month. 3 traffic stops in town this month, one that resulted in drug paraphernalia charges. They also participated in skating with a cop at the rink during Christmas break. 
 
Attorney: Mayor Amundson talked with the city attorney on the senior overlay zone and they had no issues with the ordinance as presented.

Engineer: Andrew Thill from Lowry asked the council for resolution 2026-1, which allows Lowry Engineering to submit for application with the North Dakota Department of Environmental Quality for a low interest loan for the water infrastructure for the second phase of New Haven. Motion (Krantz, Dick) to pass resolution 2026-1, granting Lowry Engineering to submit for application with the North Dakota Department of Environmental Quality; passed unanimously.

Open Discussion: Chris Walski, a NCCHWC board member, came to the meeting to describe the Northern Cass Community Health & Wellness Center project. The cost of the phase 1 of the project is roughly 10 million and they are just looking to get the message out to the communities. She will share the information with the city and we will help send out communication to our residents via email and Facebook. They will also be participating in giving hearts day in February.

Ordinance Issues:
The chicken survey was reviewed. The survey results were 43% in favor of chickens in the city and 54% not in favor of chickens. Mayor Amundson asked the council if there were any motions being presented for allowing chickens, no motions were made. Motion (Krantz, McCamy ) to not consider reviewing the chicken ordinances in the city until June of 2028; passed unanimously.
