REGULAR MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL
Minutes subject to council review and revision
March 10, 2026

Mayor Amundson called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Council members present were Carol McCamy, Jay Dick, Tim Hager, and Tom Krantz. Also present was Auditor Miller, Deputy Weble, Wyatt Kram, and one resident. (Hager, Krantz) to approve the February 10th council meeting minutes, motion passed unanimously.

Policing: Deputy Weble presented the February policing report. They spent 123 hours in Reile’s this month. There was an online fraud with a resident in town and they have received a lot of fraud calls in the county this month. Criminals are impersonating law enforcement and saying family members are in jail and they need funds to get them out or they have outstanding warrants. The Cass County Sheriff’s department will not ask for money over the phone and if you have outstanding warrants, they won’t call to offer you to get out of the warrant for a fee.

Engineer: Lowry Engineering noted that the NH-4 bids were opened last Thursday, bids were competitive and they recommend awarding the bid to the low bidder that was Border States Paving. 

Motion (Krantz, Hager) to approve awarding the bid to Border States Paving pending bond approval for the funding of the project, passed unanimously.

Motion (McCamy, Dick) to approve Resolution 2026-4 that approves Nic Miller & Shane Amundson as authorized to complete withdrawals and receive payments for the loan under the Clean Water Act and/or the Safe Drinking Water Act, passed unanimously.

The council approved the project for the first option and now he will go back to the Scout council for their approval.
