
CITY OF REILE’S ACRES
REGULAR MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL
Minutes subject to council review and revision
May 11, 2026

Mayor Amundson called the meeting to order at 7:12pm. Council members present were Carol McCamy, Jay Dick, Tim Hager, and Tom Krantz. Also present was Auditor Miller, Deputy Weble, Wyatt Kram, and few resident. (Hager, McCamy) to approve the April 14th council meeting minutes, motion passed unanimously.

Policing: Deputy Weble presented the March policing report. The car that was in town a few weeks ago, and hit the pedestrian sign north of Cty 20, was stolen from the Fargo Dome and then came to Reile’s Acres. The individuals involved were not apprehended. Residents are reminded to remove keys from vehicles and lock them.

Attorney: No items this month.
Engineer: No items this month. Motion (Krantz, Hager) Resolution 2026-6 NH-4 bonding, passed unanimously.
Open Discussion: No items this month.

A lot owner of the New Haven addition came to the meeting to ask the council about building a second driveway access off of Landview Road in the New Haven addition. The council discussed the current ordinance was written to restrict double access on 45th and Landview partially because of traffic and partially because of the ditch and drainage issues it could cause. Motion (Hager, Dick) to revise Driveway Ordinance 3.0108 –to  re-write the ordinance and add the italic text written below; approved unanimously
1. If a property has frontage on more than one street, then a maximum of two driveways shall be allowed with the design standards below. See Figure A.
0. A second driveway shall not be permitted if lot frontage is adjacent to Landview Road or 45th Street North and the property is not curb and gutter on both streets.
The second and final reading of the revision to ordinance 3.0108 will be held at the June council meeting.
Garbage: No items this month.
Fire: No items this month. 
Roads: No items this month.
Sewer: Rick Nechiporenko came to the meeting to discuss some of the problems they have been having with their septic tank. He believes that their home has never been connected to the city sewer. According to the drawings of the sewer project from 1981 it shows a connection to the north of their home. Member Dick proposed that the city hire a contractor to see if the pipe exists. If it doesn’t exist, the city will hook up the pipe to the sewer and pay for it. If it does exist and it became disconnected, the homeowner will pay for the hookup. Motion (Dick, McCamy) to approved the proposal; passed unanimously. Rick will discuss this with his wife and reach out to member Dick or Auditor Miller if they would like to proceede.

Drainage: No items this month.
Park: Mayor Amundson provided quotes to add a court surface to the 9th addition pickleball court and the 9th basketball court for $18,600. This court surface would be the same as the new pickleball court in the Reile’s park. Motion (Hager, Krantz) to approve adding a court surface to the pickleball and basketball court in the 9th park for $18,600; passed unanimously. 

Community Events: Member McCamy has been talking to Jumbo’s food truck about them coming out to the park shelter. She will work on date and communicate the event via facebook.
Forestry: Member Krantz is working with the tree nursery on dates for tree delivery for the arborvitae ordered for the south side of Cty 20. He is also working with another provider to purchase some trees for the city owned lot in the New Haven addition. Residents are reminded to check the trees on their property for damage, disease, or death.
ET area: No items this month.
Planning and Zoning: Motion (Hager, Krantz) to approve Resolutions 2026-6, 2026-7, and 2026-8.passed unanimously. Resolution 2026-6 accepts the petitions for project NH-4, resolution 2026-7 relating to the issuance of bonds and the reimbursement of certain expenditures, resolution 2026-8 ND Revolving fund program certificate relating to lobbying and litigation.

Building Permits: No items this month. There are 4 building projects over a year old. Mayor Amundson will follow up with the homeowners and then letters will be sent with a 6/15 deadline.

Finance: Member Dick verified the checking and money market accounts. Motion (McCamy, Krantz, Hager) to approve the March financials and the following bills (roll call: In Favor: McCamy, Hager, Krantz; Opposed: none; Abstained: None), motion passed. Council and employee wages 3,975; IRS fund 93.29; Cass County Electric 971.18; City of Fargo 9171.45; Waste Management 6778.21; Xcel Energy 372.55; Cass County Government 4446.71; Cass Rural Water 106; Chase Card 231.30; 

Motion (Dick, McCamy) to adjourn the meeting carried. Mayor Amundson adjourned the meeting at 8:14pm.
